or 

iv. Students may also be considered who do not satisfy the requirement in (i) or (ii), but who 

can demonstrate that they have the experience or achievement relevant to the proposed 

programme of study which the Senate deems to be sufficient for the candidate to pursue 

the postgraduate Diploma Programme at a satisfactory level.
